Ralph Kennedy: “One of the calls I got from Chris Hartmire was to come to Delano, uh, in the middle of the night one night, and-uh, along with a bunch of other people that he had called, and we met at Skycrest Motel in Delano, I believe, and they woke us up at about four-thirty and-uh, talked to us and told us what had to be done. They needed to challenge, uh, an ordinance, or a declaration which the sheriff said which mainly was that none of the workers, none of the farm workers could holler at the people in the fields.  Uh, if they did, they would be arrested...So, we would be at the end of the field yelling, “Huelga!, Huelga! [Strike!, Strike!] to let the people in the fields know, at least those that who spoke Spanish, that there was a strike, because many of them would not have worked there if they’d known there was a strike, but they were not told that.”
